From #05307. naphal,  naw-fal' a primitive root; to fall, in a great variety of applications (intransitive or causative, literal or figurative):--be accepted, cast (down, self, (lots), out), cease, die, divide (by lot), (let) fail, (cause to, let, make, ready to) fall (away, down, -en, -ing), fell(-ing), fugitive, have (inheritance), inferior, be judged (by mistake for 6419), lay (along), (cause to) lie down, light (down), be (X hast) lost, lying, overthrow, overwhelm, perish, present(-ed, -ing), (make to) rot, slay, smite out, X surely, throw down.

Ge 6:4 ¶ There were giants <n@phiyl> in the earth <'erets> in those days <yowm>; and also after <'achar> that <ken>, when <'aher> the sons <ben> of God <'elohiym> came in <bow'> unto the daughters <bath> of men <'adam>, and they bare <yalad> children to them, the same <hem> became mighty men <gibbowr> which were of old <`owlam>, men <'enowsh> of renown <shem>.

 Nu 13:33 And there we saw <ra'ah> the giants <n@phiyl>, the sons <ben> of Anak <`Anaq>, which come of the giants <n@phiyl>: and we were in our own sight <`ayin> as grasshoppers <chagab>, and so we were in their sight <`ayin>

There are many subjects that we will go over to analyze  this one subject because it is necessary to cover foundation material for this subject. This subject will answer a lot of questions such as: “Why did God destroy the earth?” And “Why would God kill women and children?” These subjects alone have kept many away from the God of Israel because they do not understand his love for man and what he has done to preserve us for himself and keep us from eradicating ourselves. 

There will also be things that you will hear that will challenge your belief system from Genesis to Revelation. I would ask you to listen and look up the scripture and come up with your own theory. 

To begin this study, we must study the topic of where these giants come from, their origin. 
To do this, we go to the head of this wicked world, Satan himself.

Before “Satan” was Satan, he had the name of Lucifer. #01966.   heylel,  hay-lale' 

from #1984 (in the sense of brightness); the morning-star:--lucifer.

His name is mentioned one time in scripture in his original created state as Lucifer. He must have been a beautiful sight before God. Isa 14:12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations! The witness of this is found in: Lu 10:18 And he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. Re 12:7 And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels, Re 12:8 And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven. 
9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
But the word also comes from a root meaning: #01984. halal,  haw-lal' 

a primitive root; to be clear (orig. of sound, but usually of color); to shine; hence, to make a show, to boast; and thus to be (clamorously) foolish; to rave; he was such a light that he wanted the show, he wanted to be the morning star, (he was fools gold, the counterfeit) the brilliant light that lighted your day. 2Co 11:14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light. But because of this, he became full of himself thinking he could raise himself above God. This got him cast out of heaven thus the term: naphal, (to fall)
Jesus was also termed the morning star (real gold) in two passages giving us witness to his likeness. Re 2:28 And I will give him the morning star.

 Re 22:16 I Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring of David, and the bright and morning star.
Many study bibles will take the reader from Isaiah 14 and relate him to Rev:22.

This would be inaccurate being that one is the counterfeit and the other the real. It is hard to determine fools gold from real gold unless you know and have studied real gold for a while.

Many believe that there was a pre-Adamic race on the earth that were demonic, but had a life on earth. This could be a possibility, and in fact some people refer to them as “Aliens”  This term is used three times in this sense in scripture meaning: #245. allotrios,  al-lot'-ree-os  from 243; another's, i.e. not one's own; by extension foreign, not akin, hostile:--alien, (an-)other (man's, men's), strange(-r). It means in our terms: NO RELATION.
La 5:2 Our inheritance is turned to strangers, our houses to aliens.

Eph 2:12 That at that time ye were without Christ, being aliens (not a part of Christ) from the commonwealth of Israel, and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope, and without God in the world:

Heb 11:34 Quenched the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made strong, waxed valiant in fight, turned to flight the armies of the aliens.

It has a wide variety of meanings thus we don’t want to think that the scripture is referring to the same thing as we are thinking. Many get this thought by the term “replenish” the earth in Ge 1:28 And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth. This would lead some to believe that there was something there that was destroyed and then replenished. But the word “replenished” means: #04390. male',  maw-lay' or malae (Esth. 7:5) {maw-law'}; a primitive root, to fill or (intransitively) be full of. This word is used 240 times in the old testament. In 99% of all of it’s uses, it simply means: fill, filled, to fill as we see in: Ge 1:22 And God blessed them, saying, Be fruitful, and multiply, and fill <male'> the waters in the seas, and let fowl multiply in the earth. So again we need to be careful how we interpret scripture or we can get a different story line going.
What happened in the beginning?

Isa 14:9 Hell from beneath is moved for thee to meet thee at thy coming: it stirreth up the dead for thee, even all the chief ones of the earth; it hath raised up from their thrones all the kings of the nations
10 All they shall speak and say unto thee, Art thou also become weak as we? art thou become like unto us?

11 Thy pomp is brought down to the grave, and the noise of thy viols: the worm is spread under thee, and the worms cover thee.

12 How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations

13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:

14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.

Ezekiel 28 is another passage referring to Lucifer but talking through a man to address Satan. Satan can infiltrate a person through demonic influence as he did Judas in: Lu 22:3 Then entered Satan into Judas surnamed Iscariot, being of the number of the twelve. Now go to Ezekiel.
Eze 28:12 Son of man, take up a lamentation upon the king of Tyrus, and say unto him, Thus saith the Lord GOD; Thou sealest up the sum, full of wisdom, and perfect in beauty.

13 Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold: the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the day that thou wast created. 

 14 Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and I have set thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked up and down in the midst of the stones of fire.

15 Thou wast perfect (no man was created in this fashion except Adam thus, who was he speaking to. Man is born into sin and must be born again to be perfected in Christ for heaven) in thy ways from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee.

16 By the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned: therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God: and I will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst of the stones of fire.

17 Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: I will cast thee to the ground, I will lay thee before kings, that they may behold thee.

18 Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity of thy traffick; therefore will I bring forth a fire from the midst of thee, it shall devour thee, and I will bring thee to ashes upon the earth in the sight of all them that behold thee.

Satan has been cast to the earth with some of his angels that followed him according to: Re 12:9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.
Jude also refers to this incident: Jude 1:6 And the angels which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath reserved in everlasting chains under darkness unto the judgment of the great day. 2nd Peter also addresses this subject. 
2Pe 2:4 For if God spared not the angels that sinned, but cast them down to hell, and delivered them into chains of darkness, to be reserved unto judgment;
This tells us that angels can sin and in fact have sinned. They are still alive and are in chains until judgment.
What did these angels do to get them in this much trouble?

Ge 6:4 ¶ There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare children to them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of renown.
Sons of God in the Old Testament always refer to angelic beings:

Ge 6:2 That the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they took them wives of all which they chose.

Ge 6:4 ¶ There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare children to them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of renown.

Job 1:6 ¶ Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the LORD, and Satan came also among them. {Satan: Heb. the adversary} {among: Heb. in the midst of} 

Job 2:1 ¶ Again there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the LORD, and Satan came also among them to present himself before the LORD.

Job 38:7 When the morning stars sang together, and all the sons of God shouted for joy?

These angelic beings came and married the sons of men: Ge 6:2 That the sons of God saw the daughters of men that they were fair; and they took them wives of all which they chose.
These bore children called the: Nephilim which comes from the word fallen ones or children of the fallen.
It got so bad that God destroyed the earth because of sin and perverseness of the race and what they had done. There are two different times that the Bible talks about in Gen 6:4 “There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that,” Before what, and after what?

Could it be before the flood and after the flood? If this is true, we must look for the signs of this event after the flood. 

Giants are also “Rephaim” according to scripture, another Hebrew word for giant. 

#07497.  rapha',  raw-faw'  or raphah {raw-faw'}; from 7495 in the sense of invigorating; a giant:--giant, Rapha, Rephaim

Are giants really mentioned in scripture?
Ge 6:4 ¶ There were giants in the earth in those days; and also after that, when the sons of God came in unto the daughters of men, and they bare children to them, the same became mighty men which were of old, men of renown.

 Nu 13:33 And there we saw the giants, the sons of Anak, which come of the giants: and we were in our own sight as grasshoppers, and so we were in their sight.

 De 2:11 Which also were accounted giants, as the Anakims; but the Moabites call them Emims.

 De 2:20 (That also was accounted a land of giants: giants dwelt therein in old time; and the Ammonites call them Zamzummims; {Zamzummims: also called, Zuzims} 

 De 3:11 For only Og king of Bashan remained of the remnant of giants; behold, his bedstead was a bedstead of iron; is it not in Rabbath of the children of Ammon? nine cubits was the length thereof, and four cubits the breadth of it, after the cubit of a man.

 De 3:13 And the rest of Gilead, and all Bashan, being the kingdom of Og, gave I unto the half tribe of Manasseh; all the region of Argob, with all Bashan, which was called the land of giants.

The scripture is full of them. The word Rephaim is used all over scripture meaning real giants:

Ge 14:5 And in the fourteenth <`asar> <'arba`> year <shaneh (in pl. only),> came <bow'> Chedorlaomer <K@dorla`omer>, and the kings <melek> that were with him, and smote <nakah> the Rephaims <rapha'> in Ashteroth Karnaim <`Asht@roth Qarnayim>, and the Zuzims <Zuwziym> in Ham <Ham>, and the Emims <'Eymiym> in Shaveh Kiriathaim <Shaveh Qiryathayim>, {Shaveh...: or, The plain of Kiriathaim} 

 Ge 15:20 And the Hittites <Chittiy>, and the Perizzites <P@rizziy>, and the Rephaims <rapha'>,

 De 2:11 Which <hem> also were accounted <chashab> giants <rapha'>, as the Anakims <`Anaqiy>; but the Moabites <Mow'abiy> call <qara'> them Emims <'Eymiym>.

 1Ch 20:8 These <'el> were born <yalad> unto the giant <rapha'> in Gath <Gath>; and they fell <naphal> by the hand <yad> of David <David>, and by the hand <yad> of his servants <`ebed>.

 Isa 17:5 And it shall be as when the harvestman <qatsiyr> gathereth <'acaph> the corn <qamah>, and reapeth <qatsar> the ears <shibbol> with his arm <z@rowa`>; and it shall be as he that gathereth <laqat> ears <shibbol> in the valley <`emeq> of Rephaim <rapha'>.

Genesis 9 will lead us further. Ge 9:18 ¶ And the sons of Noah, that went forth of the ark, were Shem, and Ham, and Japheth: and Ham is the father of Canaan. 

 19 These are the three sons of Noah: and of them was the whole earth overspread.

20 And Noah began to be an husbandman, and he planted a vineyard:

21 And he drank of the wine, and was drunken; and he was uncovered within his tent.

22 And Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his father, and told his two brethren without.

23 And Shem and Japheth took a garment, and laid it upon both their shoulders, and went backward, and covered the nakedness of their father; and their faces were backward, and they saw not their father's nakedness.

24 ¶ And Noah awoke from his wine, and knew what his younger son had done unto him.

25 And he said, Cursed be Canaan; a servant of servants shall he be unto his brethren.

26 And he said, Blessed be the LORD God of Shem; and Canaan shall be his servant.
How did Noah know who did anything to him? All three men were in the tent when he was asleep. And why did he curse Canaan who in my opinion being the forth son of Ham may have not even been born yet? (Ge 10:6 ¶ And the sons of Ham; Cush, and Mizraim, and Phut, and Canaan. The birth of Canaan was almost 40 years after the flood) Could it be that Noah was defiled by one of his sons and possible one of the wives getting involved with an angelic being and having a son by him and thus making a nation cursed to the point that when Joshua went into Canaan, he was commanded to kill all that were there including women and children. Along with the people from Og in: De 3:6 And we utterly destroyed them, as we did unto Sihon king of Heshbon, utterly destroying the men, women, and children, of every city.
We must also look at the world right after the flood. 100 years after the flood we now have a world that is back to sin and worshipping other gods. In fact, the tower of Babel (Tower of tongues, Tower of Jupiter Belus [Herodotus] 11 miles from the north ruins of Babylon) 

These children that were born of the angels were half human and half angelic. In the flood, the Nephilim were killed, but we must remember that they were also half angelic. So where did the spiritual side of the Nephilim go when the physical died?

The answer is this: These now seek embodiment, to dwell in other bodies so they can live through someone else. This is a term we call possession. 

Angels can take on bodies as they please:  Examples:

•To Abraham   Ge 18:2; 22:11-18  and to Lot, in Sodom Ge 19:1-17
But, demons or devils need to possess a body to enter into this realm.

When they take possession, they always have the same fruit that comes from it. Lying, sexual activity that is perverted and ungodly. Jude refers to this.
Jude 1:4 For there are certain men crept in unawares, who were before of old ordained to this condemnation, ungodly men, turning the grace of our God into lasciviousness, and denying the only Lord God, and our Lord Jesus Christ. The scripture refers to them as brute beasts.
Jude 1:10 But these speak evil of those things which they know not: but what they know naturally, as brute beasts, in those things they corrupt themselves. 
Jude 1:12 These are spots in your feasts of charity, when they feast with you, feeding themselves without fear: clouds they are without water, carried about of winds; trees whose fruit withereth, without fruit, twice dead, plucked up by the roots;
Jude 1:13 Raging waves of the sea, foaming out their own shame; wandering stars, to whom is reserved the blackness of darkness for ever.
It even makes reference to people that went after strange flesh. This word is only used one time in the New Testament, and it means altered. The Nephilim are here to make any pure seed unpure. They are here to pervert that which is righteous. 
Jude 1:7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over to fornication, and going after strange (#2087.  heteros,  het'-er-os 

of uncertain affinity; (an-, the) other or different:--altered) flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance of eternal fire.
How was their flesh altered? What was so different about their flesh. Sodom and Gomorrah was an average town like Nineveh, but God chose to save one because they repented, but with Sodom he did not. What was so strange about this town?
They wanted the angels that came to Lots home. Why? Because they were used to them, it sounds like they had slept with ones like them before. 

Ge 19:1 ¶ And there came two angels to Sodom at even; and Lot sat in the gate of Sodom: and Lot seeing them rose up to meet them; and he bowed himself with his face toward the ground;

2 And he said, Behold now, my lords, turn in, I pray you, into your servant's house, and tarry all night, and wash your feet, and ye shall rise up early, and go on your ways. And they said, Nay; but we will abide in the street all night.

3 And he pressed upon them greatly; and they turned in unto him, and entered into his house; and he made them a feast, and did bake unleavened bread, and they did eat.

4 ¶ But before they lay down, the men of the city, even the men of Sodom, compassed the house round, both old and young, all the people from every quarter:

5 And they called unto Lot, and said unto him, Where are the men which came in to thee this night? bring them out unto us, that we may know them.

6 And Lot went out at the door unto them, and shut the door after him,

7 And said, I pray you, brethren, do not so wickedly.

8 Behold now, I have two daughters which have not known man; let me, I pray you, bring them out unto you, and do ye to them as is good in your eyes: only unto these men do nothing; for therefore came they under the shadow of my roof.

9 And they said, Stand back. And they said again, This one fellow came in to sojourn, and he will needs be a judge: now will we deal worse with thee, than with them. And they pressed sore upon the man, even Lot, and came near to break the door. These men wanted these angels for sex purposes. 
It is because these men have been made impure by the seed of Satan from his angels and they are in chains until judgment for this. 

Where is this place that they are?

Mt 25:41 Then shall he say also unto them on the left hand, Depart from me, ye cursed, into everlasting fire, prepared for the devil and his angels:
This place of everlasting fire is a place that was made for Satan and his angels. The word everlasting fire means: # 166. aionios,  ahee-o'-nee-os  from 165; perpetual (also used of past time, or past and future as well):--eternal, for ever,

This is the same word used for our eternity with Jesus Christ in: Mt 19:16 ¶ And, behold, one came and said unto him, Good Master, what good thing shall I do, that I may have eternal (aionios) life?
Mt 25:46 And these shall go away into everlasting punishment: but the righteous into life eternal. (aionios)

And also: Mr 3:29 But he that shall blaspheme against the Holy Ghost hath never forgiveness, but is in danger of eternal (aionos) damnation:
It is all the same word used 139 times in scripture meaning past, present, future, eternal, perpetual. Our most important scriptures are based on this theory of eternity.

Lu 10:25 ¶ And, behold, a certain lawyer stood up, and tempted him, saying, Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?

 Lu 18:18 ¶ And a certain ruler asked him, saying, Good Master, what shall I do to inherit eternal life?

 Joh 3:15 That whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.

Satan’s angels are in this eternal place of torment made for them by God. It is the place also where the ones that went after these Nephilim went because of their sin without repentance. Jude 1:7 Even as Sodom and Gomorrha, and the cities about them in like manner, giving themselves over to fornication, and going after strange flesh, are set forth for an example, suffering the vengeance of eternal (aionios) fire.
Pastors that lead people astray are also destined to go to a similar place. This also tells us that they are not all saved. Jer 23:40 And I will bring an everlasting (aionos) reproach upon you, and a perpetual shame, which shall not be forgotten.
Definition means for ever and ever in this place.

Hell has different levels and gates like a city according to scripture for these unrighteous to live. If heaven has a city, Satan will also try to have a city. 

De 32:22 For a fire is kindled in mine anger, and shall burn unto the lowest hell, (does this mean that there is somewhere in hell that is higher than this?) and shall consume the earth with her increase, and set on fire the foundations of the mountains.
Anybody that forgets God in their ways will have a future in this hell, no matter what people think it is, it is still hell. Ps 9:17 The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the nations that forget God. I don’t want to hang out with the wicked angels and Satan.

It is ones soul that will go there. Thus the body may burn, but the soul would still be in the torment with these demons in hell. Pr 23:14 Thou shalt beat him with the rod, and shalt deliver his soul from hell.
Hell is never full and always growing for those that are following the ways of Satan and his angels. Pr 27:20 ¶ Hell and destruction are never full; so the eyes of man are never satisfied. {never: Heb. not} 

 Isa 5:14 Therefore hell hath enlarged herself, and opened her mouth without measure: and their glory, and their multitude, and their pomp, and he that rejoiceth, shall descend into it.

There are even sides to it like caverns in hell. Isa 14:15 Yet thou shalt be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.
But we must remember that it was made for the devil and his angels first but has been expanded for those that follow them. 

Thus the purpose for this study. Satan is out there trying to get others to follow him into his city to dwell with him just like Christ is also trying to get others to follow him. Satanist believe that there is an eternal life with Satan and they will get whatever they want in this eternity: girls, boys, sex, and different powers depending on how you served him on this earth. In fact, they say they look forward to this time of “being with their friends.” 
But this is not for me, “As for me and mine house, we will serve the Lord.”
